IOM DISPLACEMENT TRACKING MATRIX

Due to the latest crisis in Syria, DTM Iraq launched an emergency tracking tool on 14 October to monitor
CONTEXT population fleeing the conflict and crossing into Irag. The information presented here is collected by IOM at the
relevant border points and covers all the individuals having crossed the border from Syria.
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HIGHLIGHTS

4,318 individuals have crossed through the informal points nearby Sahela and Alwaleed villages from 24 — 30 October.
13,122 individuals have crossed through these points in total since October 14.

51% are under the age of 18 and 49% are aged 18 and over.

65% are adult travelers with children. Of these individuals, 48% are travelling with three or more children.

8% of travelers under 18 years of age are unaccompanied.

15% of adults are travelling without families, and of these, 81% are males.
